CONCRETE WALL INSTALLATION
1.	 Mark the desired hole location using the Wall Mounting Bracket (E), 

then drill the holes.

2.	 After drilling, insert the wall anchor and tap until flush with wall 
face.

3.	 Position the Wall Mounting Bracket (E) and screw the 2 bolts into 
the anchors. Tighten the bolts securely.

WALL STUD INSTALLATION
1.	 Mark the desired hole location using the Wall Mounting Bracket (E), 

then drill small diameter pilot holes.

2.	 Position the Wall Mounting Bracket (E) over the pilot holes and 
screw the 2 bolts into the stud. Tighten the bolts securely. 

OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS
1.	 Mount in accordance with provided assembly instructions.

2.	 Plug the fan into a grounded 120V/60 Hz outlet.

3.	 Adjust to the desired speed by pulling the chain:

NOTE: To extend the life of the fan motor, allow the fan to run for at 
least one minute at each setting before moving to the next setting. 
4.	 Turn the fan to OFF before unplugging from the electrical outlet.
